This article is a review of an online data management tool called the Assessment
Evaluation and Programming System for Infants and Children Interactive (AEPSI).
Professionals working with young children are in need of efficient assessment options to
meet the ever increasing demands of their work. The AEPSi is a curriculum-based
assessment for infants, toddlers, and preschoolers designed to assess a young child’s
development and learning, as well as provide intervention content via the curriculum. The
review covers information about how the AEPSi can assist professionals in their work with
young children and families.
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
